Reproductive Health Outcomes

Brindis, Claire, 1994. Characteristics Associated with Contraceptive Use Among Adolescent Females in School-Based Family Planning Programs
· Contraceptive use more prevalent among young female family planning clients who have more contact with family planning providers. Other factors like location of services and knowledge not as important.

Bruckner, Hannah 2004. Ambivalence and Pregnancy: Adolescents’ Attitudes, Contraceptive Use and Pregnancy

· Data from National Longitudinal Study of Adolescent Health were used to examine whether 15-19-year-old females’ attitudes toward pregnancy influence their contraceptive consistency and their risk of pregnancy. Positive attitudes toward contraception encourage effective contraceptive use and is strongly associated with reduction of pregnancy risk.
